BOUQUET AND PALATE 
Iron flowers. Leather fed and rose lipped. A hip flick of tarragon. 
Meadowsweet; a roll in fresh hay. Fennel noted. PK gum. Cherry 
pip, pink lady, crabapple. Sultry with spice, brimming boldly with 
fruit, and challenging the balance of savoury and sweet. Tannins 
bloom in a palate already crowded with fruit and florals. Finishes 
crisp and salivating; ready for another round.
